SCOUTING HOWARD...
- This is the first game of 2011 for both Howard and Virginia Tech. Howard 
finished the 2010 season with an overall record of 3-11-4 and a 1-2-1 mark in the 
Atlantic Soccer Conference. 

- The Bison fell to Houston Baptist in the semifinals of the ASC Tournament on 
penalty kicks. 

- As a team, Howard was outscored by their opponents last year 39-8. Phillip 
Borde and Mario Martin led Howard in scoring last year with three goals each. In 
goal, Larry Turner played all 18 games and logged 1,641 minutes with 87 saves 
and five shutouts.

SERIES HISTORY...
- This is the second all-time meeting between Virginia Tech and Howard in men’s 
soccer. 

- The only other meeting was last season when the Hokies beat the Bison, 7-2, in 
Washington D.C. on Sept. 14, 2010. 

- The seven goals scored by the Hokies was the most during the 2010 season. Cur-
rent junior Robert Alberti had a hat trick for Tech in the win and current sopho-
more David Clemens added two goals. Phillip Borde and Mario Martin scored for 
Howard. 

OPENING GAME NOTES...
- The Hokies are 4-5-1 in their last 10 season openers, regardless of site. The last 
time the Hokies won a season opening game was in 2006 when they beat Navy, 
3-0, at the UMBC Tournament. They are also 4-5-1 in their last 10 home openers 
in Blacksburg.

Garrick all played high school soccer at Bishop O’Dowd High 
School in Oakland, Calif. Dubose and Garrick were also members 
of the Mustang Soccer Academy for club soccer.

RETURNING SCORERS...
- Three of Virginia Tech’s top-four scorers from last year’s team 
return. Sophomore Mikey Minutillo is the leading returning scorer 
after netting five goals and an assist as a freshman. Junior Robert 
Alberti and sophomore David Clemens each had four goals and an 
assist in 2010.

COACHING FIRSTS AT TECH

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Mike Brizendine enters his third year as Virginia Tech’s head 
coach after spending five years as the Hokies’ top assistant. 

Brizendine’s 2010 squad played five top-20 nationally ranked 
opponents, including taking sixth-ranked Virginia to overtime 
on the road. His 2009-10 team was one of only three Atlantic 
Coast Conference men’s soccer programs to receive the NSCAA 
Team Academic Award, which honors teams with a cumulative 
grade point average of 3.0 or higher. It marked the second time 
in program history and first since 2003, that the Hokies earned 
academic recognition from the NSCAA.

An experienced coach on all levels, Brizendine helped guide the Hokies to their first 
NCAA College Cup appearance in school history in 2007. He has worked with all 
aspects of the Hokie program. For his contributions, Brizendine was recognized as 
the NSCAA’s Atlantic Region Assistant Coach of the Year in 2007.

Brizendine joined the Hokie staff after a successful stint with Bridgewater College, 
a Division III program that participates in the Old Dominion Athletic Conference 
(ODAC). After assisting both the men’s and women’s programs at Bridgewater in 
2000, he became the head men’s coach from 2001 to 2003, guiding the team from 
non-competitive status to a full-fledged Division III program. Brizendine led Bridge-
water to its two best single-season records, 12-6 in 2003 and 11-7 in 2002, for a 
23-13 mark over two seasons and a .639 winning percentage. For this significant 
turn-around, his peers named him ODAC Coach of the Year in 2003.

Brizendine graduated from James Madison University in 1999 and earned his Master 
of Education from Virginia Tech in 2005.

Prior to his time at Bridgewater College, he was an assistant coach at Ferrum College 
for the men’s soccer team in 1999. He has also been active guiding and encouraging 
kids in youth soccer programs throughout his coaching career.

As a player, he lettered four seasons at James Madison University from 1995-98 and 
ended his career sixth in all-time scoring for the Dukes. He earned all-conference 
and all-region recognition during his four-year career. He also played professionally 
with the Roanoke Wrath (1999) and the Northern Virginia Royals (2000 and 2001) 
of the Division 3 league.

Brizendine and his wife, Lucy, reside in Blacksburg, Va.
