LAST TIME OUT ...

The Hokies returned home for the first time in over two
weeks on Tuesday and tied Campbell, 1-1 in double overtime,
on a rainy night at Thompson Field. Campbell struck first
as Brian Urioste buried a half volley from the top of the box
at 19:59. Despite being outshot 9-3 in the first period, Tech
turned things around and had the better run of play in the
second half. James Shupp had his rip blocked off the line by
Camel defender in the 69th minute, and the Hokies were
able to equalize thanks to an own goal in the 70th minute.
Mikey Minutillo nearly had the winner in the 77th minute,
but his shot hit the post. Kyle Renfro was solid in goal and
preserved the result with three saves in the overtime periods.
He finished with eight stops on the night.

SCOUTING NORTH CAROLINA STATE...

* North Carolina State enters the game with a record of 5-6-2 overall and like Virginia
Tech, is 1-3-0 in Atlantic Coast Conference play. The Wolfpack have defeated two
ranked teams this season, scoring wins over then-No. 9 Southern Methodist, 1-0 in
overtime, at the Duke Nike Classic on Sept. 2 and over then-No. 13 Boston College, 2-1,
on Sept. 30 in Raleigh, N.C,, for their lone ACC win.

¢ In its last game on Tuesday, NC State defeated Georgia Southern, 1-0, in Raleigh.
Nazmi Albadawi’s goal in the 71st minute proved to be all the Wolfpack would need
to earn the win. Fabian Otte made three saves in the Pack goal to record his fourth
shutout of the season. NC State outshot Georgia Southern, 15-6.

» As a team, NC State is outscoring its opponents, 15-14. Albadawi leads the team in
goals (five) and points (13). Zabarle Kollie adds two goals and is tied for the team lead
in assists with Albadawi (three). Ollie Kelly has tallied two goals and two assists. In
goal, Otte has 40 saves and a 1.11 goals against average in 12 games played.

SERIES HISTORY...

¢ This is the 17th all-time meeting between Virginia Tech and North Carolina State in
men’s soccer. The Wolfpack hold a 10-5-1 series lead and the two teams have met three
times in the ACC Tournament, including last year. NC State has won all three meetings
between the two teams in the ACC Tournament. During ACC regular season play, Tech
holds a 5-2 advantage over NC State, but is 2-6 all-time when playing NC State on the
road. The series began in 1978.

¢ In last year’s ACC Tournament first round match on Nov. 9, 2010 in Cary, N.C., the No.
8-seeded Wolfpack defeated the ninth-seeded Hokies, 6-3. The nine total goals made
it the highest scoring match in the ACC Tournament since the tournament began in
1987. The game saw four lead changes, but ultimately the tide turned in favor of the
Wolfpack when Tech was given a red card with 20 minutes to go and NC State netted
three goals while the Hokies were down to 10 men.

¢ In the regular season match between Tech and NC State last year, the Hokies scored a
2-1 win on Sept. 25, 2010 in Raleigh.

¢ This year’s Tech side is getting strong contributions from numerous
first and second year players. Of the 17 players who have started at
least once this season, 12 are freshmen or sophomores.
* Here is the breakdown by class for minutes played:

-Juniors: 3,156 (25.1%)

RENFRO AMONG CONFERENCE LEADERS...

» Sophomore goalkeeper Kyle Renfro ranks among the ACC leaders
in several statistical categories. Renfro leads the league in total saves
(62), saves per game (5.17) and save percentage (.795).

* In ACC matches, Renfro also leads the league with 29 saves in four
matches, for a league-best 7.25 saves per game.

GAME-WINNERS...

¢ Junior Robert Alberti, redshirt senior James Shupp and redshirt
freshman Drew Ranahan each scored their first game-winner as

a Hokie during Tech’s three wins this season. Alberti scored on a
penalty kick against Cincinnati on Sept. 4, while Shupp tallied the
game-winner against then-No.1 ranked North Carolina on Sept. 10 in
the second overtime period. Ranahan’s 47th minute header on Sept.
13 against Longwood was his first collegiate goal.

¢ Freshmen Hunter Byrnes and Drew Hartell were high school
teammates at EW. Cox High School in Virginia Beach. They also both
played club soccer for Beach FC, the same club that redshirt junior
Jeremy Williams played for in his prep days.

* Freshmen Zach Hoover and Kevin Reitzel and sophomore Nick
Smirniotopoulos all played club soccer for McLean Academy in
Northern Virginia.

* Drew Ranahan, sophomore Devante Dubose and junior Michael
Garrick all played high school soccer at Bishop O’'Dowd High School
in Oakland, Calif. Dubose and Garrick were also members of the
Mustang Soccer Academy for club soccer.

HOKIES BY STATE...

» The Hokies represent nine states and one country outside the
United States. Virginia leads the way with 11 players, followed by
California (5), Pennsylvania (3), New Jersey (2), New York (2), Florida
(1), Kansas (1), lowa (1), Texas (1) and Australia (1).

Mike Brizendine enters his third year as Virginia Tech’s head coach
after spending five years as the Hokies’ top assistant.

Brizendine’s 2010 squad played five top-20 nationally ranked
opponents, including taking sixth-ranked Virginia to overtime
on the road. His 2009-10 team was one of only three Atlantic
Coast Conference men’s soccer programs to receive the NSCAA
Team Academic Award, which honors teams with a cumulative
grade point average of 3.0 or higher. It marked the second time
in program history and first since 2003, that the Hokies earned
academic recognition from the NSCAA.

An experienced coach on all levels, Brizendine helped guide the Hokies to their first
NCAA College Cup appearance in school history in 2007. He has worked with all aspects
of the Hokie program. For his contributions, Brizendine was recognized as the NSCAA’s
Atlantic Region Assistant Coach of the Year in 2007.

Brizendine joined the Hokie staff after a successful stint with Bridgewater College,

a Division III program that participates in the Old Dominion Athletic Conference
(ODAC). After assisting both the men’s and women’s programs at Bridgewater in 2000,
he became the head men’s coach from 2001 to 2003, guiding the team from non-
competitive status to a full-fledged Division III program. Brizendine led Bridgewater
to its two best single-season records, 12-6 in 2003 and 11-7 in 2002, for a 23-13 mark
over two seasons and a .639 winning percentage. For this significant turn-around, his
peers named him ODAC Coach of the Year in 2003.

Brizendine graduated from James Madison University in 1999 and earned his Master of
Education from Virginia Tech in 2005.

Prior to his time at Bridgewater College, he was an assistant coach at Ferrum College
for the men’s soccer team in 1999. He has also been active guiding and encouraging
kids in youth soccer programs throughout his coaching career.

As a player, he lettered four seasons at James Madison University from 1995-98 and
ended his career sixth in all-time scoring for the Dukes. He earned all-conference and
all-region recognition during his four-year career. He also played professionally with
the Roanoke Wrath (1999) and the Northern Virginia Royals (2000 and 2001) of the
Division 3 league.

Brizendine and his wife, Lucy, reside in Blacksburg, Va.
